Aluminum filter

The aluminum filter absorbs dust and oil particles from
the air. It should be washed once a month with hot soapy
water, either by hand or in the dishwasher. You may no-
tice a change in its color, but it is normal and does not
need to be replaced.

Removing the aluminum filter:

1. Push the lock of the aluminum filter forward.
2. Then, slightly lower it downwards and push forward.

Active carbon filter

The activated carbon filter removes odors from the air in
case the exhaust chimney cannot be used. With normal
use of the kitchen and standard cleaning of the alumi-
num filter, it must be replaced every 4 months. It is not
washable.

Removing the Active Carbon Filter:

1. Remove the aluminum filter.

2. To remove the carbon filter, turn it to the left and pull
it towards yourself.

3. Place a new active carbon filter.

4. Place the aluminum filters.

Always use a soft cloth and clean water to clean the
exterior surface of the cooker hood. Do not use thick
cleaners that can cause scratches on the surface.
Do not remove the LED protective glass during the
cleaning process.

Failure to comply with the rules for filter mainte-
nance and replacement may result in fire.
